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This exhibition is the first installment of the
“Local Textile” series that focuses on the
textile industry of Kanazawa and its surround-
ing areas. With the idea of “design being not
about the decoration of materials, but rather
the means by which to discover, visualize, and
communicate the strengths of businesses,”
the exhibition introduced “TO&FRO,” a brand
of travel products produced since 2014 by
the “Kaji Group” textile company based in
the cities of Kanazawa and Kahoku. The Kaji
Group has developed a technology that en-
ables them to produce thin and lightweight
nylon fabrics using fine threads, however as
they were previously only involved in provid-
ing fabrics to other brands, their high level
of technology had not been showcased to
users. TO&FRO presents its innovative tech-
nology to the masses through an entirely
in-house operation, from developing the
product to their actual retail. The exhibition
comprised of a collaboration with the muse-
um shop, with the shop engaging the show-

casing and sales of products while the gallery
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presented a display of the fine threads and
thin fabric that are used as their material. An
original TO & FRO organizer in the museum’s
theme color of orange was produced in cor-
respondence to the exhibition, and was avail-
able to purchase at the museum shop. In the
gallery, visitors were invited to actually touch
and feel the difference between fabrics wo-
ven using fine thread, and those woven using
thick thread. The exhibition design overseen
by Tadanori BUTSUGAN had also conveyed
the lightness of the materials, including dis-
play tables with U-shaped bases upon which
thread and fabric was stretched over in place
of the top plate.
