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By inviting fourth graders at Kanazawa el-
ementary schools to the Museum, this art
appreciation program aims to familiarize

the children with their local museum and to

wide range of contemporary art. On visit day,
the children are divided into small groups,
and first tour the Collection Exhibition with
volunteers, discussing what they see, after
which they explore the Museum.

In this fiscal year, this program consist-
ed of two semesters. Children in the first
semester appreciated Collection Adventre
in “Seeing,” in the second semester, Collec-
tion Asian Landscapes and AWAZU Kiyoshi:
Makurihirogeru 5 (EXPOSE)-Book Illustra-
tions were intended exhibitions.

The document book was changed into a
brochure and posters to be utilized at schools
before and after the participation. The bro-
chure guides teachers the general informa-
tion about the program, and posters report
the activity photos, comments and drawings
by children. Those items were distributed to
each school.
