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A series presented in Theater 21 for enjoying
movies selected under themes such as poli-
tics, society, and philosophy. This time, a fo-
cus was placed on 18 film works from Japan,
China, Korea, Hong Kong, and Taiwan under
the theme, “Contemporary Film in East Asia.”
On the first day, three films were shown that
featured “scenes of eating” in the contexts of
family life, working life, and love. An event for
actually trying foods from each country was
also held. The second day featured three im-
portant movies of the Taiwan New Cinema
and Hong Kong New Wave movements. On
day three, 12 contemporary art films were
shown, including MOON Kyungwon & JEON
Joonho's film for the 2015 Venice Biennale
Korean Pavilion in its first Japanese screening,
with the aim of exploring both universal and
dissimilar aspects of the nations’ histories and

cultures.
