Each artist created works based on the
theme of “home” in response to the respec-
tive traces of things and events that remain in
unused houses and stores, as well as places
deeply rooted within the neighborhood and
local community that had been selected for
the exhibition. In our modern age, a “home”
is structured as a social system, and while
the architectural, physical “house” is easy to
generalize, the meaning of “home,” which
is entwined with emotions, customs and
culture, is difficult to capture unless it is
considered multilaterally. In particular,
nowadays when mobilization has become
permanent by means of globalization, can
“houses” or “homes” be found anywhere?
Are there multiple places that we can call
“home?” Or are they possibly, nowhere to
be found? With such questions as a starting
point, the artworks and programs came to be
realized as a result of the fruitful crossover
between curatorial perspectives and artistic/

creative perspectives.
